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Ascension Parish does not have a regional sewer system which has caused significant financial
and environmental problems. Local waterways have become environmentally impaired and there
are growing costs to operate aging neighborhood package treatment plants scattered throughout

the Parish.

NWTI’s solution will build a state-of-the-art regional Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) that
will remove 4 million gallons per day of treated wastewater from local ditches and waterways,
improve drainage capacity, and decommission 72 neighborhood treatment plants.
